Just 7 months after the formation of the National Institution for the Preservation of Life
from Shipwreck, an article in the Rising Sun on 12 October 1824 reports on plans for
three new lifeboats for the Isle of Man, which, along with the lifeboat that was already on
its way for Douglas, would provide a lifeboat for every principal port on the island.

The early campaign concentrated on providing lifeboats around Britain’s coastline and
organising volunteers to man them. This newspaper extract details how lifeboats were
paid for by public subscriptions and it also encourages volunteer lifeboat crew in its

assurance of reward for their efforts.

The press were very supportive of this fledgling national lifeboat organisation;
celebrating other organisations that supported it and criticising those that didn't!
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
